VP of Instruction, Liz Rozell shared
with the audience how much hard work has been done to align curriculum
and systems for the benefit of these students. She joyfully led the entire
auditorium in a chant of “We are BC! and We
are Cougar-Renegades!”

L. not only the opportunity, but also the support
they need to finish college.
