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Since introducing the Program Pathways Mapper, BC has improved students’ “on-path” percentage, in-
dicating improved access to program maps combined with improved advising supports like the intro-
duction of Starfish has advanced our equity agenda. Among students pursuing an ADT, white students
increased their on-path percentage by 11 percentage points while Black students increased by 15 per-
centage points and Latinx students increased by 18 percentage points.

A 2019 survey of nearly 40,000 students from 57 California community colleges, co-sponsored by the
California Community Colleges Chancellor’s Office, found that 60% of student respondents identified as
housing insecure in the previous year. As a result of the growing homelessness crisis in Kern County,
combined with devastating data about community college student housing insecurity, Bakersfield Col-
lege formed a task-force to develop and facilitate the Bakersfield College Homeless Initiative. Through
community collaboration and participation, implementation of the initiative’s pilot project launched in
Spring 2020.
