Newsom	 echoed	 Kern	 County	 Public 	Health’s	 claims	 that 	the 	greatest 	rate 	of 	spread 	is	 occurring	 at 	family 	
gatherings.		 Kern	County	P ublic	H ealth	D irector 	announced	jus t	a	few	days ago	 that 	the 	number 	one 	point	
of	origin	for	COVID-19	 spread	 in	 Kern	 County	 is	 occurring	 in	 our 	homes, 	not 	in 	public 	spaces. 		
	 

So	colleagues,	let’s	do	our	par t. 	It’s 	time 	again 	that 	we 	recall 	our 	mantra 	from	March  	and 	April 	-	we 	must 	
flatten	 the	 curve.
